Par-
ticipants can share ideas for fiber 
projects, offer suggestions for prob-
lem projects, help each other with 
pricing, finishing techniques, quality 
issues, merchandising, etc.  A sug-
gestion was made to make this part 
of the business meeting.  Consensus 
was to continue to meet before 
guild meetings.  Those who cannot 
meet at that time may bring ques-
tions to the “Show and Tell” portion 
of our meetings.
