BOOK REVIEW by Mary lppel
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Weaving in the Peruvian Highlands,
Dreaming Patterns, Weaving Memories
by Nilda Callanaupa Alvarez

| ordered this book pre-publication
and was thrilled when it arrived three
days before my trip to Peru. | devoured it
on the airplane, delighting not only in the
written information about the history of
spinning and weaving in Peru, but also
the abundance of incredibly colorful
pictures!

The author, Nilda Callanaupa Alvarez,
is a native of the Andean highlands near
Cusco, the capital of the ancient Inca
Empire. She tells about her weaving
journey beginning when she learned to
spin and weave while tending sheep as a
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young girl. Later, as a university student
she studied textile history from different
parts of the world and eventually decided
to make weaving her life. She established
weaving co-ops in nine villages
surrounding Cusco that work to preserve
the traditional techniques and patterns of
the region and provide an income for the
members. She also founded the Center
for Traditional Textiles in Cusco, a
wonderful museum and shop which | was
able to visit, but missed meeting Nilda by
a few hours.

The book does an extraordinary job
of documenting traditional patterns used
in various woven items such as chuspas
(purses), chullas (hats), mantas (shawls),
and ponchos (you know what those are).
The chapter entitled “Names and
Meanings: Patterns of Life” is a favorite
of mine. That chapter alone has almost a
hundred color photos of weaving
patterns that depict the mountains,
rivers, animals and flowers of Peru and
have names such as “Birds Sharing Food”
and “Meandering River.” Other chapters
explore the traditional fibers, dyes and
looms used by the Peruvian weavers, as
well as their beliefs and customs.

It is a wonderful book. But, take
heed! It may leave you regretting that
you didn’t learn how to weave on an
Inkle loom when you had the chance.

Not a reader? Well then, borrow the
new DVD of “Weaving in the Peruvian
Highlands” which, by wonderful
coincidence, is now available in the guild
library.
