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Tie Dye Day

If you are interested in tie dying, meet at
my house on Saturday and get some things
dyed. We can spend the morning tying, and
after lunch we will dye. It’s a whole day
thing because it takes time to tie.

Cost is $10.00 per person for the dyes.
We can do a potluck lunch. After I know
who is coming, we can work out who brings
what.

Things you will need; what you will tie
dye. We were thinking of towels and sheets,
but if you want to do something else, that is
fine. Dharma on line has all sorts of things
to dye. If you want to do towels, I use the
Big Ones from Kohl’s. They are inexpensive
and dye great. If you are looking to do
sheets, I get the jersey sheets from Bed, Bath,
and Beyond. The ones I use are made from
Beechwood. Whatever you choose to do,
just make sure it is 100% plant material.
Everything must be washed without fabric
softener before you come.

Other things you will need. If you
want to use marbles to tie around, bring
those. I will have dental floss for tying. You
can also tie with zip ties, but you need to
very careful cutting them off not to cut the
fabric. You can also use clamps for the fab-
ric. Anything that strikes your fancy is fair
game.

I will have the primary colors mixed;
you can make your own colors from there. I
think I have enough room for 10 people. If
more want to join, we can figure out if [ have
space.

Please remember to wear clothes that
won’t make you cry if you spill dye on them.
A pair of rubber gloves would be useful also.
If you have a large tub or such, please bring
it because you will be taking home wet and
dyed fabric that needs to sit overnight. It is a
little hard to cram a sheet into a plastic bag.
If you don’t have big tubs, the disposable
aluminum pans from the grocery store work
great.

He has
been fascinated by Navaho weaving for
many years and shared with our group sam-
ples from his collection, slides of many na-
tive-woven rugs, and a history of the devel-
opment of weaving among the Navaho peo-
ple. Tom also taught a two-day workshop
about using color in handwovens on May 2
and 3.
