So much, in fact, | was getting suspi-
cious. Setting down the shuttle, | went out to
the kitchen to find that the timer was never
started. Luckily, the beans were not over
cooked but they were definitely cooked more
than their three minute allotment. We will
enjoy them with supper.

I didndét quite fin
but by multitasking | was able to accomplish
some freezing and some weaving. On the
agenda for tomorrow are baskets of pickles,
tomatoes and peaches.

If | think about it hard enough perhaps |
can figure out a way to weave while | am
canning them. Hmmm there are approxi-
mately 8 peaches packed into a quart jar. If |

throw the shuttle once after pealing each one,

that would be 8 throws per quart, 56 per
canner, 21/3 inches of weaving.

| have always heard that you needed to
use math for weaving. Now | understand

today as | was preparing vegetables for freez- yny.

ing. After cutting up the vegetables, you put
them in boiling water for three minutes
(blanching them) before you freeze them.
And | either had to think of it as multitasking
or playing hooky. Because in the next room
sat a fully warped loom nearing the end of its
warp.

And this loom kept calling to me. |
know, voices going
girl in the loony bin. But really, | was con-
stantly being drawn to the loom.

| found that | could throw the shuttle 36
times after setting the timer for three min-
utes. A full inch and a half of weaving at 24
picks per inch. And then between blanching
batches of broccoli | had to make sure the
water was boiling again. So | wove until |
heard the water boil
come up with was okay by me if it meant |
could sit at the loom and throw the shuttle a
few times. And knowing that | was actually
accomplishing something in the kitchen
soothed those thoughts that | should be pay-
ing more attention to my food processing
than my weaving.

And at 24 picks per inch, 36 per 3 min-
ute interval, weaving a 28 inch towel meant
that | had to do over 18 batches just to have
enough time to weave the towel, not to men-
tion advancing the warp and winding more
bobbins plus all the other problems associ-
ated with weaving.

Atfter | finished blanching, cooling,
drying and packaging the broccoli, a pile of
beans awaited. So | snipped the beans and
worked on getting them ready for the freezer.
Weaving, of course, during blanching.

Just before starting my last group of
beans | noticed a broken warp thread. Think-
ing that | could fix it in my next three minute
session, | hurried to the kitchen to start boil-
ing them.

Bustling back to the living room I not
only fixed the thread, but had time left to sit
